The featured class in most fall reining shows are the Futu-
rity classes, and the WCRHA Year End show was no exception.
With a score of 144.5, Jordan Larson rode Smart Smokin Mob-
ster to the Championship win and award saddle in the $3000
Added Level 4 for owner Craig Stonesifer II. Thad Carr, riding
Debbie Valdero-Tweedy’s Cashinthabag, came in for the Reserve

Championship with 141. Thad won the Champion-
ship in the $1500 Added Level 1 with Cashinthabag
and also the Reserve Championship in the same class

with Whizin Juice owned by Andrea Lee-Royer scor-
ing 139.

In the $3000 Added Non Pro Futurity Level 4,
Cassandra Bunfill’s score of 140.5 on Gunnatrashya
Dream was good enough to win the Championship
saddle as well as the Reserve Championship buckle
of the Level 1. Rebecca Murray earned a score of 140
on her Gunspook to take the Reserve Champion-
ship awards in the Level 4. Margaret Munro won the
Championship of the $1500 Added Level 1 with a
score of 141 on her own Heza Red Hot Whizkey.

In the $3000 Added Open Derby Level 4, Jordan Lar-
son emerged on top of the class with Pale Faced Whiz
owned by A4L-Equine with a score of 147.5. Thad
Carr and Ciara Kozlowski’s HR Spooks Shiney Gun
scored a 146 to win the $1500 Added Level 1 and the
Reserve Championship of the Level 4. Jeanne Levine
was awarded a 140 for her ride on her Dreaminofchic-
sncash which garnered a Reserve Championship win
in Level 1.

[t was a close race to the Championship win in
the $3000 Added Non Pro Derby, but Brooke Boyle’s
145.5 was just a bit higher than Cam Essick’s 145.
Brooke showed Sunset Nite, owned by her parents
Mike and Barbi Boyle, to the win, while Cam slid her
way to the Reserve buckle on her Loveya. Cam came
out on top of the class, though, in the $500 Added
Prime Time Non Pro Derby class. Britta Jacobson,
riding her Lady Bang Bang to a score of 142, won the
$1500 Added Level 1 class and was Reserve Cham-
pion in the Prime Time class. Kimbal Griffith guided

her Boom Box Dancer to the Reserve Championship
in the Level 1.

On Friday, 71 was the score to beat in the Non
Pro classes. Four equestrians dominated the arena
on that morning. Kathleen Cook, Megan Lindberg,
and Derek Brummett tied for the wins in the Ma-
turity Level 4, Non Pro, and Intermediate Non Pro.
Kathleen and Derek also tied for the win in the Prime
Time Maturity and Prime Time Non Pro. Kathleen
showed Chics Double Magnum, Megan rode Custom
Banjo, and Derek showed Thischicsamistress. Eileen
Maxinoski on her Mister Smartypants also scored a
71 to win both the Limited Non Pro and the Masters.
Congrats to all!

And what can be said about the youth exhibitor,
Megan Lynch! She and her trusty steed, Revolutionic,
were consistent throughout the show with their show-
ing expertise, which judges paid with high scores to
win the Youth Maturity with 142, WCRHA Youth
14-18 with 72, and the NRHA Youth 14-18 and Un-
restricted Youth classes with 72.5. Way to go, Megan
and Revolutionic!

The WCRHA Year End show was the highlight of
the season for West Coast exhibitors. Reiners left the
show with smiles either from winning a buckle or two
or, perhaps more importantly, from reaching their
personal goals.

Loveya (Gunnatrashya x Love Em N Lena) is a 6-year old
gelding, bred and raised by Cam Essick in Clements, California.
Loveya, although a plain bay in color, is quite an extraordinary
show horse with earnings exceeding $125,000. He was an NRHA
Open L4 Futurity & Derby Finalist. He is part of a family of
NRHA, NRCHA and NCHA Champion and High Selling horses,
which spans four generations. Cam rode his dam, Love Em N Lena
(Smart Little Lena x Slide Me Again), with LTE of $114,000, in the
WCRHA Non Pro Derby in 2006, winning the L2 and Reserve
Champion in the L4 and L3 divisions. She has ridden numerous
Loveya siblings in WCRHA Futurities and Derbies since then.

Loveya is an excellent example of a horse that is very well man-
aged and primarily shown in aged events. He has won eight saddles,
numerous bronzes and buckles, and has enjoyed a home life where
he can be social with his barn and pasture mates. Not the norm for
a reining horse of his caliber, but it serves him very well. Loveya
currently is the fourth highest money earner sired by
Gunnatrashya.

Most of Loveya’s training and basic foundation was by Erin
Taormino, who primarily trains and shows cow horses. Loveya has
been one of those horses that is just super consistent in the show
arena. To ride him outside of the arena is a chore. So, luckily, he
is happy to go in the show pen and do his job, time after time! He
lives in a pasture and/or turnout most of the year, is normally sun
bleached or a little dirty, and is always just a nice guy to be around.
Cam will show him in Nampa, Idaho, and then again next year in
the Derbies. \
